Directions: Using a book of your choice (see suggestions for choosing a book on initial letter to students), complete the template below.  For each chapter, you should select at least one quote that you believe is significant and/or meaningful.  Wherever possible, your meaningful quotations should reveal courage.  Highlight these specific, courageous quotes in your template. Additionally, you may select a quote because it makes you ask an important question about the story. You may select a quote because you believe it reveals important information about a character, because it reveals a change in the plot, because you think it might be connected to the book’s theme, or for any other reasons you believe to be important.  Write each selected quote (at least one per chapter) on the left side of the template, along with the page number on which you found the quotation.  On the right side, describe in detail what the quote makes you think about.  Be thorough and thoughtful in describing what the quote makes you think about.  For example, an entry such as, “It makes me think about my life,” would not be sufficient.  However, an entry such as, “It makes me think about all the visits my family made to my grandparents’ house and how my grandpa always smoked a pipe; it makes me wonder if the narrator and his grandpa will keep going on their fishing trips together before the narrator has to move away” would be a thorough and thoughtful entry.
